The focus is given towards decision making and command of 

teams to resolve an operational emergency situation.

Each participant is expected to take command of at least 

1 complex Live fire exercise in either a process unit, tank 

farm of loading facility simulations. Each participant will be 

assessed individually on the command skills demonstrated 

during the exercises.
